Station Avenue streetscape improvement project will be

in place, on condition of approval by the Township Board
of Commissioners, shortly afterwards. Depending on
availability of materials and contractors’ schedules, we
anticipate having construction start this summer. For those
of us who have also been so anxiously awaiting the start of
this project, this is great news. Ardmore will soon have a
brand new face. The project includes replacing sidewalk
where needed (i.e., where it poses a safety hazard), installing
a new paver band of bricks along the curb, replacing new
curb throughout, and adding trees, lighting, an on-street
parking on Lancaster Avenue. The project area encompasses
Lancaster between Ardmore and Rittenhouse, Rittenhouse
Place, Anderson, Station, and the top half of Cricket.

In addition, our Cricket Avenue project,
encompassing the lower half of Cricket,
should begin later this month.
